Since 1978 1'm running an engineering office for astronautics and aeronautics .
During this time | developed new methods for the production of materials under zero-
g- conditions in space (two internationally patented inventions). These methods

are being tested in winter 1983/1984 as part of the space-lab program in space. A
further important part of my work is damage investigations on airplane jet engines.
