I am a professor of physical geography and geo-ecology. I worked in
these fields as a scientist and academic teacher for twenty years, the
outcome of which are numerous publications - articles and books, among
_ them a university textbook.

Bhagwan Shree Rajneesh has been known to me since 1978 through his books,
lectures and also personally. The contact has been established during
my numerous research visits to Middle and Far Eastern countries, during
which I did field work on ecological problems, such as land use, over-
grazing, soil erosion, etc.
