Preparatory training included 10 yeans assocedation with
Brandeis Tnstitute (Judaic educafion and cultural centen
An Simd Valley, Californdia), ? yeans association with the
Amenican Repertory Theatre Company (Amendican school based
in Switzenland, pengorming on tourn fLhrough Greece, France,
I1taly and Switzenland), Dance Therapy Zraining with Anna
Halfprin and Gabrelle Roth, Manin, Californdia, extensive
Anternsidp and apprenticeship with Janie Rhyne, founder
0f Gestalt Ant Thenrapy.

Graduate studies wenrne specialized in all arnt forms as
fechnique and Lin the psychoiherapeutic process. A masienrs
thesis, "As a ClLosed Bud FLowens™, on the theme of
crneativity and Lhernapy focusing on the work of Bhagwan
Rajneesh was accepted in Spring, 1978. Affern four yeans
Leading innen-growth and medifation programs at the Rajneesh
Ashram in India, 1 spent one yecar teaching and Leading
proghrams at Geefam Rajfneesh Sannyas Ashram, Lucenne Valley,
Califonrnia, and am presently on the staff al Rafncesh
Intennational Meditation Undversdty, Rajneeshpuram, Ornegon.
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1 traveled f§inst to study with Bhagwan Rajneesh 4in India
in 1977. The neputaiion of the centfer in Poona as zthe
greatest personal growth facility in the world had come fo
me grom many valued sources. 1 had been expenimenting
" alneady with his techniques for both myself and my
clients, and had found astounding resulits. The experdience
proved to be the most intense and focused L{nvestigation in
my professional careen. The change was from trneaiing the
symptoms of dis-ease, temporary and misleading, Zo
uncovening and enfightening the sounce, and healing from
the centern. 1% became unguestiionably clean that he was nct
only a mastern of psychology and human behavior, but he ofiered
techniques that could fransform Zhe quality of my wornk Ln the

You complete «%
and whatsoever you do then s goding Zo be dangerous.
When you come in, Lt 48 dangerous; then it can be
harmful ., 14 you don't come in Zherne 45 no problfem
at atl. VYou are just a passage....and you can
become a beautiful passage of unconscious forces.
They are there! ..... A medium has fo be veny sincexe,
absolutely sincerne; not a single wornd should be
added by you...... You have that intuitive quality,
you have the hang of Li; 4t just needs a Little help.
Not grom the conscious mind....help in the scnse
that the conscious mind has not fo be used--zthat
awareness "
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1 attended danshan regulanly and had the opportunity
fo absonb his advise Zo dozens of therapisits nreganrding
a numben of situations and people that arcse in our work.

His advice and counsel has been Lnvaluable. 1 have no
whene in the wornld found the wealth and purity of his
Love and guidance. I1ifs nafure is absolute and essential.

Bhagwan Rajfneesh is indeed a great Leader in the f{ield
of human psychology. He 45 companioned only by few
others of his calibre, othens who although gone fon
Lthousands of years, sZLLL nemain deeply Ainfluential

upon millions of Lives today. He nises Lo the same
pinnacle as Gautam the Buddha, Lao Tzu, Kabir and

Chuang Tzu, Bodhidharma and otherns who have Led Zhe
wornkd's great neligions. He 4s not only a Leadern Ain-Zhe
g§ield of psychology and psychotherapies, he is probably
the greatest neligious Leaden alive ftoday. From my own
perspective, one nichly grounded in the arnfs, psychology
and religion, 1 find he is a man who sees the whole map

is to be found Ln the heants and bedings of those who have
gatherned around him.

1 was born and raised Ain an extremely successful family,

given immense Libenties as a youth and Lived a Life rich

in culztune and travels. 1 was exposed to the wornld of
business and success, my father being the founder of Baskin
Robbins Ice Cream Company, 1 had the opportunity fo expendience
much of what was available in the highly developed arenas

of ourn society. This experndence direcily Led me Zo

neligion. 1%t was my immediate and terndibly soberning expenience
to f4ind that all which was available in the outer wornkd did
not fulfill me. 1 was Left searching for something of neal
value, forn the neal gold, the REAL gold.

Today, at Rafneeshpuram, a silent communion 4s gfLlowing befween
us Like the ain 1 breazthe in and out, 1 feel his presence
and T rejoice.

Without this silent communion 1 couild never manage to wonrk
twelve houns each day 4in such Love and foy. 1% 44 delight --
therne is no bunrden, only this Love which inspines me.

This city would never blossom in the speed, cfficiency and
beauty in which Lt does without the Lnvisible, dinec
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connection we share. An Lincredible thing 48 tahking place
herne in this Buddhafield -- a miraculous, fantasiic
happening which the whole world, 4if daring enough to
neally see, would chendsh and celebrate.
