Whilst 1 was at Adyar (December 1977 to Januarny 1981) 1 nead more
newsLettens, some of his books, and Listened to some of his Zapes.

My intenest continued to grow. After my two yean stint at Adyaxn

1 went to Bhagwan's ashrnam in Poona. There 1 was most favourably
impressed by the cane shewn both forn the individual and Zhe
envinonment. 1t was abundantly clear to me that this atiitude

02 caring, and of carning with great expentise, fifiened down grom
the top. 1% demonstrated to me that Bhagwan herne too was quite
exceptional: he could not only talk beautifully, he could inspire

othens to 'practise what he preached'.

Durning the three yeans 1979 - 1981, my wife, myself and all four
0§ oun children 'fook sannyas', i.e. became disciples of Bhagwan
Shnee Rajneesh. 1 may add that the children were brought up to
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think and act fon themselves and consequently did not become
sannyasins as a family but one at a time as and when they felt
a wish to do s0. Since Zhen we have aflf been a great deal
happier. -The chifdren shew a Large measure of spontaneous
foyousness coupled with an unusually mature Level of caring foxr
othens. They are nesponsible people and carny thein nresponsi-
bilities without becoming Zense and anxious.

1t seems to me that veny many religions and philosophies expound
beautiful ideas and hold up wondernful ideals. Bhagwan L3
differnent: he inspines his people to Live Life beautifully.

And fon me "adetions speak Louden than wonds.' VYes, he is a great
psychologist and a philosopher of the highesi calibre - but

that 45 not all. A shont exposure to Zhe inspirational genius
0§ Bhagwan was enough Zo convince me that hene at Lasi was a
spinitual teachen who spoke, and was s0 clearly entitled to speak,
with authonity: his own. His wornds of wisdom and Love ane not
denived, secondhand, Zhey axre f{inst-hand (and finst-rate), they
are his won. .o

Funther, Rajneeshpuram, which 48 inspined by his presence, and L4

composed of his disciples and his Lovens, beans eloquent ZLestd-

mony to his wholly exceptional abilities, the quakity and depth
of his Love and care, 0§ his breadth of vision, and of his Ainsisit-
ence on the goal of freedom for each individual.

People from around the wonld, regardless of nationality, have.
been.benefitted by Bhagwan Shnee Rajfneesh. Durning the Lasit yeax,
fon example, 1 have spent a Lot of time in Germany and have

been with German sannyasins An Bonn, KBLn and Benlfin. 1% 44
quite nemankable to see how Bhagwan's influence permeates Zhe
whole, oven-riding national and racial differences and prejudices
1o an almost unbelievable extent.
